Treasurer’s Report
Financial Year 1st October 2010 to 30th September 2011
New Book

During the year we paid the final two repayments to Ramblers Central clearing the £2000 loan provided by them to help us fund the printing costs. Sales of the book have been disappointingly low during the year with only 146 being sold leaving us with a stock of 1354 copies.
Coach Walks

The six coach walks which Greg McGill arranged for us this year have, once again, been extremely well attended and have created a small surplus. 

Advertising Income

This year we have received £300 in advertising income from Ramblers Worldwide Holidays. The recent announcement that HF Holidays had chosen the Ramblers as their walking charity for 2012 caused some concern in case it affected this advertising relationship with Ramblers Worldwide. However I am pleased to be able to report that these fears seem to be unfounded and furthermore we have negotiated a deal with HF Holidays whereby they will be paying us £100 for an advert in each issue of our programme. No timescales have been agreed but it is hoped that this funding continues beyond 2012, their year for supporting the Ramblers. 
Funds
At the end of the financial year 30th September 2011, we are in a reasonably comfortable position with regard to funds enabling us to tell Ramblers Central that we do not require any income from them for 2011/12 in the form of a Group entitlement. This should put us in a good position to consider making a donation towards Central Ramblers at the end of 2011/12.
